Harlequins eye Double Crown glory in season-ending title decider 

NBAD Abu Dhabi Harlequins are on the brink of clinching an historic double crown, as they 
prepare to take on Dubai Hurricanes in the final game of the season on Friday evening. 

Having already won this season’s Super 5 title, the Harlequins will win the Arabian Gulf 
League championship if they can knock over their bitter rivals from Dubai.

The match is at Al Ghazal Golf Club and kickoff is scheduled for 18:00 on Friday, 8 May 
2009.
